We measured the 2 legs with the meter stick and found that they were 2.6 meters and 1.8 meters.  We then used the Pythagorean Theorem to solve for the hypotenuse length.  The answer was 3.16 meters which makes sense since the hypotenuse is the longest side in any right triangle.
